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What we have achieved so far

Following the approval of the five Neighbourhood
Investment Plans at Cabinet in March 2020, no-one
could have anticipated the impact the Coronavirus
(COVID-19) would have across the world.

The COVID-19 pandemic was like no other ever
experienced in our lifetime, however the Sunderland
people came together as they always do during a crisis.
On Monday 23 March 2020, the Prime Minister declared
to the nation that we must work together, stay at home
to stay safe and protect the NHS.

From Tuesday 24 March onwards, our communities
mobilised themselves like never before, looking out for
each other and working together to support our most
vulnerable. Elected Members, alongside officers from
across the Council, key partners and our Voluntary and
Community Sector quickly and pragmatically established
Area Community Hubs.

These hubs coordinated support to our residents,
phoning them to check on their welfare if they were
shielded, knocking on their door if we were unable to
contact them by phone. A leaflet was posted through
the letter box of every household, advising residents
how to ask for help as well as how to offer their help
and support.

The Area Community Hubs have been hugely successful
in delivering the response to COVID-19 and particularly
in relation to working with partners and more specifically
working with VCS,

We will ensure we capture the positives of this approach
and strengthen this in our future delivery arrangements
to enable the Neighbourhood Plans to be delivered
efficiently for the benefit of all partners and residents.

The residents of Sunderland must also continue to be
given the opportunity to play their part —just as they
have done over the last few months. The community
spirit across our neighbourhoods, which kept the city
going during the pandemic’s darkest days, will
strengthen the outcomes of the Neighbourhood
Investment Plans.

Sunderland City Council remains committed to
delivering the five Neighbourhood Investment Plans,
committing both Capital and Revenue resources to
support delivery all the priorities, agreed through
significant consultation with residents and partners.
Each of the five Area Committees are committed to
their delivery — achieving the best outcomes possible,
for all residents.

As well as delivering projects and investing within our
neighbourhoods the Council is also investing
significantly in the City Centre and Riverside, as well as
across the city to improve housing, highway
infrastructure, Digital opportunities and 5G connectivity,
increase business investment and growth, expand the
cultural offer and reduce our carbon footprint.

Council frontline services continue to be reformed to
clean-up neighbourhoods, enforcing against those who
insist on dropping litter and fly-tipping as well as
targeting anti-social behaviour and crime.

Growing capacity within our voluntary and community
sector will also be crucial as we move forward, enabling
residents, of every age, to access vital health and
wellbeing services to reduce health inequalities as well
as bespoke support to enable financial resilience and
digital participation.

Residents clearly stated during the Let's Talk
consultation that they wanted to know more about
what the Council was doing within neighbourhoods on a
day to day basis.

The Neighbourhood Investment Delivery Plans will
continue to be available to view via the Council's
website. Residents will be able to track delivery of
priorities as well as investment within the
neighbourhoods from across all Council services. This
tracking facility will not only keep residents informed but
also enable them to see where they could also get
involved to support community efforts or projects.

The West Area Committee is excited to be also sharing
within this document how we are specifically supporting
the Neighbourhood Investment Plan, demonstrating
how we are leading change and investment within our
neighbourhoods, through our neighbourhood funding,
to support the priorities raised by residents, alongside
the wider council — please follow our progress as we

Progress

Environmental improvements/litter picks and community activities have been delivered across all wards. The
steering group met in November and agreed a refreshed action plan for 2022. Work continues across the
West with Volunteering opportunities being promoted across the Wards. The Clean and Green team are
actively involved in the Great British Spring Clean.

The Neighbourhood and Community Board Launched a Call for Projects. Applications for The Keep
Sunderland West Tidy Programme. Were approved at September Area Committee. Projects are delivering
across the West. Opportunities involving local residents are promoted on the West Area Facebook page and
the individual projects pages and within each centre and local area. Over 20 litter picks have taken place with
support from over 400 volunteer hours.

The West Enforcement project has begun the recruitment process and has placed the order for the CCTV
cameras. Once the workers are in place, updates will be provided. All Neighbourhood wardens have been
provided with information in relation to Community Provision for signposting including Youth activities.
