How long do you want the tenancy for? . Do you have the right to rent property in the

UK — legal requirement?
What can you afford?

Will you need a rent guarantee?
How will you pay the rent?

Are you are entitled to Universal Credit?
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Ways to Rent a Property

1. Direct from the landlord — May be accredited.

2. Through a letting agent — Must be registered with a redress

scheme and ask if they are accredited.

e Assured Shorthold Tenancy (most common type -
contractual agreement, minimum of 6 months)
e House in Multiple Occupation — Licence agreement

e Live with landlord — Lodging agreement
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Local Housing Allowance Rates (Private Rents)

If you rent privately, how much you get is based on the Local Housing Allowance rules.

The amount you get is based on the number of bedrooms the government says your
household requires.

1 bedroom is allowed for:
An adult couple

Any other adult (aged 16 and over)
Any two children of the same sex up to 15 years

Any two children aged under 10, regardless of what sex they are

Any other child
